Congratulations to NDA’s Amanda Smith who was named this week’s LaRosa’s MVP!

A four-year varsity starter and a swimming Olympic Trials qualifier in two events (100 
and 200 backstroke), Amanda is coming off a junior year when she won three regional 
championships -- the 100 backstroke for the third time), 200 medley relay and 400 
freestyle relay. She was also regional runner-up in the 200 freestyle and was Kentucky 

state runner-up in the 100 backstroke both of her sophomore and junior years. 

Amanda helped the Pandas win an 18th straight regional title and a third straight Kentucky state runner-up finish. She was 
named 1st team all-NKY, 1st team all-region and 2nd team all-state, and holds three school records. Amanda also swims for 
the Northern Kentucky Clippers team and is an academic honors student who is active in community service.
