While her story of survival was difficult to read about this summer, her message of hope and forgiveness was
inspiring to all of us today.

Students attended four breakout sessions following Q&A with the authors and lunch. The sessions included a strengths
study, making sisterhood bracelets, finding an outlet for stress and a prayer service. The prayer service focused on forgiv-
ing and being forgiven and included a very moving meditation. We ended our day with a prayer circle in the gym where
we recited the Sisterhood Happiness Pledge together.
