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THE A.L.I.C.E. PROGRAM
Notre Dame Academy is adopting an updated strategy known as A.L.I.C.E., which will enhance our current lockdown 
procedure.  Violent shooter situations such as the tragedy that occurred at Sandy Hook Elementary last December re-
mind us that school preparation is essential in maintaining a safe environment.  While the likelihood is low that such a 
tragedy would occur at Notre Dame Academy, our safety and survival in these situations depend on our awareness of 
the response options available.  The A.L.I.C.E. program defines these response options and mentally prepares our school 
community to respond in ways that will increase chances of survival in violent shooter situations.

The A.L.I.C.E. program, consistent with guidelines recommended by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security as well 
as the Department of Education, looks beyond the traditional lockdown procedure that consists of locking classroom 
doors, maintaining silence and hiding from the intruder until an “all clear” has been determined by law enforcement of-
ficials.  A.L.I.C.E. is an acronym for Alert, Lockdown, Inform, Counter and Evacuate.  The philosophy behind the A.L.I.C.E. 
program is that technology and information can help staff and students make informed decisions in a crisis, remove as 
many people as possible from the danger zone and provide realistic training, so the chances of surviving violent shooter 
situations increases.  
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Parents from Notre Dame Academy and Covington Catholic are invited to 
attend an ALICE information session on Tuesday, December 3 at 6:30 p.m.  

The meeting will be held in Notre Dame’s Theatre and will last approximate-
ly one hour.
