This campaign focuses on awareness, prevention, and intoler-
ance of the use of illegal substances. Led by our Teen Leadership Club, NDA’s activities will include: wearing red ribbons 
in remembrance of those negatively affected by illegal substances, signing a Pledge to be Drug Free, sharing reasons to 
abstain from substances, displays describing different student-generated ways to say no, distribution of educational 
literature, and watching testimonies from people adversely affected by substance abuse.
