These are mailed to their homes. ACT states that it can take up to 8 weeks from test date to get all scores mailed out to stu-
dents. If a student registers for the June 10 test (deadline is May 5 without an extra late fee), she needs to make sure that she
has her ACT ID number for the in school test if this is the first test taken. This can be found on the score report that is mailed to
the student.
