NDA MOCK TRIAL TEAMS HEAD TO STATE! t 
For the second year in a row, Notre Dame Academy’s Mock Trial A Team has placed 1st at Regionals, earning them a birth in 
the Kentucky High School Mock Trial State Tournament, where they will look to improve upon last year’s 4th place state finish. 
And for the first time in program history, NDA is sending two teams to the State Tournament.

Over the weekend of February 2-3rd, both NDA Mock Trial teams competed in the Louisville Regional Tournament. In a pool 
of 16 teams, the Notre Dame Academy A Team placed 1st and the Notre Dame Academy B Team placed 7th. The top 8 teams 
from both the Louisville Regional Tournament and the Lexington Regional Tournament, go on to compete at the Kentucky High 
School Mock Trial State Tournament, March 1-3, in Covington, Kentucky.

At the conclusion of the weekend, each team was awarded a Best Witness and a Best Attorney. For Team A, Briana Seibert 
won Best Witness and Julia Hughes won Best Attorney. There was a three-way tie for Best Witness on the B team between Zoe 
Moellering, Chaye Bonner and Isabelle Bailey, while Emma Scharstein was awarded Best Attorney.

Both teams are coached by three former Notre Dame Academy Pandas. The 2018-2019 Pandas are led by Katelyn (Connor) 
Mollett (‘08), Amy Hebbeler (‘09) and Emily (Cooney) Couch (‘10). All three alumnae are current practicing attorneys in our com-
munity.
