Digital copies of the first quarter report cards are being sent home using the Power Announcement system. In order for 
each household to receive a copy, at least one of the email contacts must be selected in the Power Announcement pref-
erences. Please follow the instructions below if you do not receive a report card in your e-mail so that we can send you 
the second quarter report card electronically.

1) Login to PowerSchool
2) Select the Power Announcement tab on the left,
3) Check the box for “Contact me using e-mail” if it is not checked.
4) Click the “Expand All” button towards the top.
5) Check that at least one of the e-mail contacts listed has the “Send Emails” checkbox selected. You may select as many 
of the contacts as you wish to receive the e-mails.
6) Scroll to the bottom of the screen if necessary and click the “Save Preferences” button.

Please make arrangements to get the fruit during the weekend hours.  The fruit needs to be stored in a cool place (not 
a car trunk) and not by a furnace.  The fruit should be delivered to customers that weekend after checking it for bad 
pieces. There is no school on Monday, 12/9 but I will be here to exchange or sell extra fruit. All exchanges need to be 
done by the 12/12.  I am here in the morning to sell, exchange, and replace fruit.  I am not here after school.

Remember that I will replace any bad fruit even pieces.  Bring the bad fruit in a plastic bag and a clean bag to take the 
good fruit home. All money is due 12/13.  Checks are to be made out to Notre Dame Academy.

ART PANDAS GET INVOLVED IN GLOBAL ART PIECE
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The Contemporary Art Center of Cincinnati is now exhibiting artwork by a graffiti style artist by the name of JR. He creates 
his work by taking portrait photographs of individuals and then pasting them on buildings. The significance of his show at 
the CAC is that it is the first time that his work has ever been shown indoors. However, the city of Cincinnati has embraced 
his work and has allowed him to paste his images in select locations around Cincinnati including Findlay Market, the new 
21C, and on Fountain Square. The days that JR was shooting in Findlay Market and on Fountain Square, Notre Dame Art 
Students went to the sites, waited in line, had their picture taken and became part of JR’s global art piece entitled ‘Inside/

The Notre Dame Arboretum Committee has been formed to address the loss of trees 
on the Notre Dame property due to age and disease.  This committee is chaired by 
Notre Dame Academy Maintenance Director Pete Hehman.  Other members include 
Notre Dame Sisters Ann Pflum, Mary Lea Paolucci and Mary Ethel Parrott, St. Joseph 
Heights Convent Facility Supervisor Jerry Hargett, Cincinnati Zoo Botanical Gardens 
Director Steve Foltz, Gayle Frazer, Registered Landscape Architect, Notre Dame Acad-
emy Principal Dr. Laura Koehl, and Notre Dame Academy teachers Ray Schlosser and 
Joe Gray.

We are developing a long-range plan to reforest the Heights and Notre Dame Academy 
properties and to develop an educational program to create an “arboretum” styled 
somewhat after the arboretum in Boone County on Camp Ernst road.  

You may have noticed some of the changes already implemented on the two proper-
ties.  We have established a tree nursery between the soccer field announcer booth 
and the softball field.  This nursery will allow our tiny saplings to develop without predation by deer or other animals until 
they develop enough girth for eventual replanting elsewhere on the campus.  The initial nursery is already full and will be 
expanded in the near future to accommodate more saplings.  

A diverse set of saplings is especially noticeable along the drive to the front of the school 
donated courtesy of Notre Dame Academy graduating classes.  We are also working to 
identify all of the healthy trees currently on the two properties.  As of this date, more than 
90 trees of at least 20 different species have been mapped.  A future goal would be to 
create tags for some of these trees and a “tree map” of the entire campus.  

We also plan on transplanting several “shade doomed” saplings that we have identified 
around the campus.  In the next week you may notice the beautiful fall foliage of a pin 
oak sapling along the drive next to the soccer announcing booth.  This tree was recently 
rescued from a cluster of bushes behind the school. 

Look for the planting of five new trees at the road split at the top of the NDA driveway 
before Thanksgiving.  In December, we plan on a massive honeysuckle removal from the 
tree cluster next to the softball field.

One of the goals of the committee is to plant 25 to 50 new trees per year.  Funding is always a concern.  If you would like 
to help, please contact hehmanp@ndapandas.org.
