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Mary Rachel Nerone attended Notre Dame Academy from September of 1951 through May of
1954.As a student, Rachel was very involved in a variety of activities including Chorus Club and
intramural volleyball which she led to a school championship. She was a member of Student
Council and elected to leadership roles as homeroom representative and school treasurer. Mary
Rachel had the honor of crowning Mary at the school’s annual May Crowning ceremony. She

was the first sophomore to ever achieve this honor.

Mary Rachel’s senior superlative was “POPULAR” and her senior yearbook post described her
as a “girl with a sense of responsibility.” Upon graduation, Mary Rachel planned on attending

Villa Madonna College (TMU).

On September 8, 1954, Mary Rachel and seven of her fellow NDA classmates answered the call
of Christ to forsake all and follow Him, as they were welcomed as first year postulants with the
Sisters of Notre Dame. Mary Rachel eventually took the name of Sr. Mary Marlene.

Beginning in August, 1963, Sr. Mary Marlene joined the NDA community as @ member of the
Math Department, teaching Math | and Il. In 1981, she changed her name back to her original
and became known as Sr. Mary Rachel. Since 1963 Sr. Mary Rachel has taken on many roles
at NDA including Math faculty and Department Chair, Computer and Chorus teacher, Assistant
Principal, Scheduling coordinator, Admissions Counselor, and Work Study Coordinator.

Dear Alumnae, Parents and Friends of Notre Dame Academy,

With the recent announcement of NDA President Dr. Laura Koehl’s new role as Executive Director of the Sisters of Notre Dame
National Sponsorship and Network Office, Notre Dame Academy’s Board of Directors has begun the process of searching for
NDA'’s next president. In order to provide adequate time for a successful search, NDA’s Board of Directors made the decision to
move forward with an interim president for the 2021-22 school year. The Board of Directors is happy to announce that NDA’s
current principal, Mr. Jack VonHandorf, has graciously agreed to serve as interim president for the upcoming academic year. The
Sisters of Notre Dame have approved his appointment which will be effective August 15, 2021. We have every confidence that Mr.
VonHandorf, along with NDA’s administrative leadership team, will effectively manage operations at Notre Dame Academy until
a new president is named.

The Board of Directors has moved forward with the search for a permanent president of NDA who will assume the position of presi-
dent sometime prior to July 2022. We recognize that the selection of the new president is one of the most important responsibilities
of the Board of Directors. We realize that, in order to continue the outstanding work that Dr. Koehl has accomplished, we will need
to search for an exceptional individual who is passionate about our mission and shares a love for our students.

The first action in the process was to identify and engage a search firm to assist us in this all-important task. In April, we selected
Educational Directions of Portsmouth, Rhode Island, as our partner. Educational Directions was founded in 1987 and is a highly
respected national firm. NDA’s presidential search will be led by Mathew Heersche and Risa Oganesoff Heersche. Mr. Heersche and
Mrs. Oganesoff Heersche are both leaders in Catholic education and as search professionals they bring deep experience, expertise
and enthusiasm to our presidential search process. In addition, they have assisted a number of Sisters of Notre Dame educational
institutions in the search for new leadership and are very familiar with the Sisters’ charism, governance and leadership structures.

The Notre Dame Academy Board of Directors has established a Presidential Search Committee composed of representation from
the Sisters of Notre Dame, NDA Board of Directors, faculty, staff and administration. Additionally, the Board of Directors invited
Mr. Heersche and Mrs. Oganesoff Heersche to visit Notre Dame Academy in May to interview members of all stakeholder groups
within the school (students, faculty/staff, parents, administrators, alumnae, board members). Members of the NDA community
who were unable to attend one of the in-person sessions with Mr. Heersche and Mrs. Oganesoff Heersche were asked to share their
thoughts through an online Presidential Search Survey.

We thank all those who took the time to participate in the interview sessions and/or the online survey. Your input is very valuable
to the presidential search process and will be given much consideration. We will continue to keep all members of our school com-
munity informed on the progress of the presidential search via regular updates and all information pertaining to the search will be
posted on the president search page on our website.

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It is an exciting time for the Sisters of Notre Dame! One year ago, the Sisters of Notre Dame (SND) uni-
fied their four North American provinces to form SND USA. The new national province includes sisters
from Covington, Kentucky; Chardon, Ohio; Toledo, Ohio and Thousands Oaks, California. Chardon
serves as the national headquarters for SND USA.

In July of 2020, as the world was faced with the emergence of the novel coronavirus (COVID-19), plans were altered,
objectives were adjusted and the lives of many were completely rearranged; however, the Sisters of Notre Dame held
steadfast to their goal to combine their four provinces to form SND USA. The forward thinking SNDs began developing the
transformation of their congregation in 2014 when they realized that their SND-sponsored institutions and ministries could
be strengthened if they combined their efforts and resources nationwide into one SND USA province. After several years of
careful planning, the Sisters of Notre Dame set the transition date for July 5, 2020. Little did they know at the time what the
world would be experiencing in 2020; however, that did not prevent the SNDs from executing their plans.

The congregation’s 500-plus sisters nationwide have combined resources and personnel to focus on three broad ministry
initiatives:

» The education and healthcare institutions founded by the sisters in each geographic area
* Ministries serving new needs of people on margins
* Young adult and vocation ministries

The SND USA leadership team includes Sister Margaret Gorman, provincial, from Chardon; Sister Mary Shauna Bankem-
per, assistant provincial, from Covington; Sister Regina Marie Fisher, council member, from Toledo; Sister Patricia Mary
Garrahan, council member, from Chardon; and Sister Mary Rebekah Kennedy, council member, from Thousand Oaks.

SND USA s part of the Sisters of Notre Dame international community spanning five continents, 14 time zones and 17 coun-
tries. Sisters of Notre Dame come from all walks of life, at various times of their lives, from different careers, cultures and
collective experiences. Along with ministry expansions in the United States, SND-founded international missions continue
to provide services in India, East Africa and Papua New Guinea.

The days she looks through me and doesn’t recognize me remind
me that life is as fleeting as memories. | am thankful for the opportunity to honor her in this way.

It is because of the event over the past week that I felt compelled to send you
my thoughts. I am sorry for the world you enter today. It is a far cry from the one that welcomed us, the Class
of 1946, some 75 years ago. You are facing challenges that never existed in those years. We gave little thought or
concern to things such as pollution of land, sea, and air or other nations and their leaders playing an integral part
in our governing considerations. A pandemic, masks, home-schooling, children locked in cages at our borders and

wildlife on the brink of extinction... just to mention a few things that are in desperate need of attention.

I never thought that I, nor any of you, would witness our Capitol being stormed, not by the British, but by our
own countrymen. You have many challenges to meet, many major decisions to make. I am convinced that through
your efforts, the city, state, country and world will become a better place. The future is in your hands. Could it
be possible that, one day, one of you is greeted as Madame President? Of course, with the Notre Dame Academy

influence, nothing is impossible.
