4. You will see “Storage” for your iPad first and then your “iCloud” storage

5. Delete anything you do not use in your iPad storage

6. Then check your iCloud storage and get rid of any data you don’t need

7. Go to your , app

8. Go to “settings” INSIDE @ (bottom right to the left of the question mark)
9

. Go to 3rd option down on left hand column “iCloud”

10. Make sure your “iCloud” button is blue meaning “on”
